1. English instruction

In Britain, all through their years in school, students read all kinds of literary works and engage in the
activities related to their lessons. In this way, students get necessary knowledge and develop their skills
in listening, speaking, reading and writing. Meanwhile, they improve their literacy and cultivate their love
for literature. They use the National Curriculum for English to set a clear and general standard for the
English language teaching for all schools, but it does not set too detailed standards for each stage and it
does not require all schools to use the same textbook. The advantage is that schools have more flexibility
and teachers can choose what they think good as their teaching material since different schools have
different students. The teaching methodology the English teachers adopt is based on tasks and interaction.
Aims and objectives of a class or a lesson are satisfied mainly through students’ activities. In the task-based
and interactive activities, the students have a lot of practice, through which they develop the language
skills. In China, though teachers also aim at developing students’ skills in listening, speaking, reading and
writing, they spend most of the time on literacy. The National Curriculum for English in China is more
detailed. Teachers have several sets of textbooks to choose for their stud These are y and
helpful because English is a foreign language in China and English teachers vary in English level and more
detailed standards will help them know clearly what they should do in their work. And with a certain text,
they can teach systematically with much less time and energy spent on looking for proper language
materials. In an English class in China, students also have activities, but comparatively, not as many, less
complicated and interactive since the English language is a foreign language and they have a small
vocabulary and can’t engage in complicated work. Teachers control a class more because they have a class
of a much bigger size: 50~ 55 students.

2. Examinations

In Britain students have SATS at the end of KS3 and the grades are from 7 ~ 1. Those who do best get Grade
1. Students have GCSE at the end of KS4. The grades are from A+, A, B ... to U with a total mark of 25.
Those who get A + or A can go the 6th form (KS5) for further study for university. In KS4, students have
to do course work, which makes up 40% of the total marks with the remaining 60% from the test GCSE.
The advantage is that tests are regular and the students know what they are to be examined on and when.
They can spend whatever amount of time they like to prepare themselves for the test. In China, students
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have two important tests: midterm test and term test. In the school achievement record cards, there are 4
column of records for a subject: Process marks 30%; midterm test 30%; term test 40%; general marks
100%. Teachers give students process marks according to the quizzes they have and their performance in
their usual time. General marks come from the first three added together according to the ratio 30%, 30%
and 40%.

From the above, we see there are many differences in the English language teaching in the two countries.
It is quite natural and even reasonable that teachers in two countries should teach differently in some ways.
In spite of these differences, they each have something valuable. They should learn from each other. That’s
why we introduce this article here.
